Indirect Object Pronouns

Le- to or for him, her, or any third box person

Les- to or for them, you all or any 6th box

An indirect object pronoun is to whom or for whom an action is being done

Example:

Juan threw the ball to Carmen.

Juan le lanzó la pelota a Carmen.

Maria gave a present to her friends.
Maria les dio un regalo a sus amigos.

Notice how the IOP went IN FRONT OF THE VERB!  Also the “a phrase” was kept since le and les can refer to so many people.
