Me, te, nos (ch8)

Me = me, to me                 These object pronouns go right before the verb.
Te = you, to you

Nos = us, to us

Examples:

Does the doctor see you?


¿Te ve el médico?

Yes, the doctor sees me.  


Sí, el médico me ve.

He examines me.



Él me examina.

Does he give you a prescription?
¿Te da una receta?

Yes, he gives me a prescription.

Sí, me da una receta.

Me, te, and nos can also be used with Doler-to hurt (duele, duelen)

My throat hurts.



Me duele la garganta.

Your eyes hurt.



Te duelen los ojos.
